GOOD MORNING...

As we have started to see, hopefully, the “light at end of
the tunnel” when it comes to this pandemic, we have also
started to make plans for the future. As | look at the
months ahead and try to figure out how to make the most
of the opportunities with limited resources (like: time,
money, volunteers), it can be overwhelming. We want to
be good stewards and we want to grow and strengthen
the church. Whenever you think of evangelism and
seeking and saving the lost, it can sometimes be a little
overwhelming.

So, | try to keep in mind the lesson | learned from one of
the first sermon examples | ever used, which | shared with
you not too long ago. A young girl was walking along a
beach upon which thousands of starfish had been washed
up during a terrible storm. When she came to each
starfish, she would pick it up, and throw it back into the
ocean. People watched her with amusement.

She had been doing this for some time when a man
approached her and said, “Little girl, why are you doing
this? Look at this beach! You can’t save all these starfish.
You can’t begin to make a difference!”

The girl seemed crushed, suddenly deflated. But after a
few moments, she bent down, picked up another starfish,
and hurled it as far as she could into the ocean. Then she
looked up at the man and replied, “Well, | made a
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
